Introduction


This report, commissioned by the Donegal County Childcare Committee XE "Donegal County Childcare Committee"  (DCCC), is a qualitative study on the needs and preferences of childcare, concentrating on the main user group- parents and children. County Donegal has many unique factors that impact the use and the development of childcare in the County. This research presents these factors through the views and opinions of parents, children and stakeholders. 

County Donegal has a population of just over 137,000 with 23% between 0-14 years of age. 
 With family and work commitments, the care for some 32,000 children continues to be an issue for parents in County Donegal.
 The assumption that parents themselves will provide full-time care for children is not feasible for many families. The challenge is finding childcare that balances the family’s needs and preferences with a quality child-centred provision.

The Donegal County Childcare Committee XE "Donegal County Childcare Committee"  was established in December 2000. According to the County Childcare Plan 2001-2006, the two key aims of the DCCC are to:

1. Co-ordinate and facilitate the provision of affordable, accessible, quality, localized childcare in the County that meet the needs of children and families.

2. Positively influence childcare issues in their widest sense of the County. 

These aims are supported by the DCCC XE "Donegal County Childcare Committee"  vision: “To ensure that the needs and rights of children in County Donegal, with regard to childcare are met.”

Aims of the Research

The report aims to provide:

· an analysis of the needs and preferences for childcare according to parents, children, families in socially sensitive groups and specific regions in Co. Donegal
· a qualitative study comprised of experiences, quotes and opinions from parents, children and stakeholders 

· a synthesis of the thoughts and feelings of parents and stakeholders on childcare in Co. Donegal to strengthen lobbying efforts, funding proposals and future County childcare strategy with the purpose to meet parents’ needs and preferences

· an awareness of the importance of parents and children as stakeholders in childcare and begin a dialogue on the role of this community in the childcare development process

2.2
Scope and Methodology

This report presents the research from a variety of perspectives: regions, language, family situation, cultural background, special needs and so on. The research focuses specifically on childcare for children ages 0 to 14 and covers both formal and family-based childcare provisions. For the complete Terms of Reference for this research, please refer to the Appendix.

Under the direction of the DCCC XE "Donegal County Childcare Committee"  Research Working XE "Working parents and childcare"  Group, a wide consultation included:

· Interviews with key childcare stakeholders (parents, children, statutory bodies, community groups, educators, childcare providers, childcare networks)

· Parents Focus Groups across County Donegal in seven regions (South, South West XE "Regions: South West Donegal" , East XE "Regions: East Donegal" , North, Letterkenny XE "Regions: Letterkenny and Central Donegal" , Gaeltacht XE "Regions: Gaeltacht" 

 XE "Gaeltacht community and childcare" /Islands and Inishowen XE "Regions: Inishowen" )

· Parents Focus Groups for families with special needs children and the Travelling Community XE "Travelling Community and childcare" 
· Meetings with parents in socially sensitive groups (special needs children, Travelling Community XE "Travelling Community and childcare" , new families to the County/Ireland, asylum seekers, lone parents) 

· Children’s Focus Group and individual consultations with children

· Surveys for parents and providers using both quantitative and qualitative questions

· References on childcare nationally and internationally in the context of best practice and/or rural childcare provision 
In October 2003, the Donegal County Childcare Committee XE "Donegal County Childcare Committee"  organised a conference with the theme ‘Parents and Children: Bringing the Pieces Together’ that attracted over 150 parents, providers and stakeholders in childcare. Keeping with the conference theme, the DCCC announced the beginning of the research for this report. 

The research was promoted by word-of-mouth through providers and parents who attended the DCCC XE "Donegal County Childcare Committee"  Conference and through the National Schools. Details on the research were included in the Parish Notes section of the Donegal Democrat and Derry Journal. Highland Radio promoted the research on The Shaun Doherty Show and on the news in November 2003. 

This report synthesises the qualitative data; It finds common opinions or trends in parents’ needs and preferences for childcare. This analysis seeks out key phrases and quotes that best represent a larger sentiment. The quotes reprinted in this report are from focus groups, meetings and surveys. With the commitment to confidentiality, quotes may be altered to protect the identities of research participants. 

The DCCC XE "Donegal County Childcare Committee"  considers the wide scope of the research findings and plans to integrate, where feasible, the needs and preferences of parents into the future childcare strategy for County Donegal. The section on best practice is based on suggestions from the Research Working XE "Working parents and childcare"  Group or through an analysis of needs/preferences of parents in County Donegal. A SWOT analysis
 is applied to examine the feasibility of the examples in a County Donegal context.

2.3 Research and the Donegal County Childcare Committee XE "Donegal County Childcare Committee" 
In September 2003, the Donegal County Childcare Committee XE "Donegal County Childcare Committee"  established a Research Working XE "Working parents and childcare"  Group to inform this research report. The terms of reference for this research, created by the Research Working Group, follow Goal I, Objective 1.1 of the DCCC County Childcare Plan 2001-2006: 

“To develop a model(s) of childcare service in the county which: is based on an understanding of parents’ needs and preferences.”

This research report also covers the first three Key Actions of Goal I, Objectives 1.1:

1. To identify the needs and preferences of parents, in particular those experiencing disadvantage, from marginalized groups or having additional needs.

2. To consult with children.

3. To investigate models of good practice locally and elsewhere.

This research is the first step in engaging parents across County Donegal specifically to address childcare needs and preferences.

3
Setting the Context 


This report provides a summary of parents’ views, needs and preferences for childcare. The information analysed and compiled in this report is presented in several ways: by region, by cultural group and so on. The purpose of this report is to be as representative as possible in recording the candid views, ideal situations and issues on childcare of parents in the County.  This section paints a broad picture of County Donegal’s demographics and current childcare provision.

3.1
County Donegal

The fourth largest county in Ireland in terms of landmass, County Donegal has a diverse population and varying natural landscape.
 This makes for unique experiences, including in the context of families and rearing children. 

3.1.1 Demographics

The population of County Donegal increased by 5.83% between 1996 and 2002 to 137, 575 inhabitants. It is only behind counties Dublin, Cork, Galway, Limerick, Tipperary and Kildare in terms of population.
 

According to the 2002 Census, 23% of Co. Donegal is between 0 and 14 years of age.

The social class is based on the classification and status of employment in County Donegal. Professional and managerial/technical workers are 24% of the workforce in Co. Donegal significantly less than the 32% rate nationally.

Similarly, the semi-skilled and unskilled workers are 22% of the workforce in County Donegal compared to only 16% nationally. As a mark of this trend is the educational attainment of people 15 years and older in County Donegal: 19.6% ended education at 15 years old or earlier compared to the national average of 11% ending education before 16 years of age.

The low educational attainment and the dependence on a manual labour force impacts the volatility of employment in County Donegal and thus the unemployment rate. According to the 2002 Census, the unemployment rate is 18.5% for County Donegal, significantly higher than the 9.7% national rate.
 As a percentage of the total working-age population, County Donegal’s unemployment rate is 8.5% still much higher than the 5.2% nationally.

The segment of the population ‘looking after the home/family’ is not part of the unemployment statistic. In County Donegal, the some 16,000 people who opted to stay home is about 14% of all people 15 years and older—95% of this stay-at-home contingent is women.
 While some of these people may not have children of childcare age, it is important to understand the overall climate of the County.

3.1.2 Regions in the County

Within the districts of County Donegal the percentage of children varies from 20-24% of the total population of the area, with the exception of 27% in the Letterkenny XE "Regions: Letterkenny and Central Donegal"  rural area.

The Haase Index of Relative Affluence and Deprivation is used by the National Childcare Census Report as a reflection of ‘structural weaknesses’
 beyond raw statistics, such as unemployment rate, in an area. According to the Report, the level of deprivation of County Donegal is ‘significantly above the national average.’

Of 216 electoral districts in Donegal, 184 of them, or 85%, rated at the most disadvantaged rate. 94% of the County’s DEDs are in the top two categories for disadvantage.

3.1.3 Childcare Provisions

There are 135 childcare provisions in County Donegal listed with the Donegal County Childcare Committee XE "Donegal County Childcare Committee"  and the North Western Health Board
 including:

· 64 sessional services (2 to 3.5 hour sessions, usually morning):  community playgroups, private playgroups, pre-schools and Montessori XE "Montessori"  schools
· 22 Naíonraí XE "Childcare provision: Naíonraí"  in the Gaeltacht XE "Regions: Gaeltacht" 

 XE "Gaeltacht community and childcare"  (playgroups in Irish) 
· 5 Naíonraí XE "Childcare provision: Naíonraí"  outside of the Gaeltacht XE "Regions: Gaeltacht" 

 XE "Gaeltacht community and childcare" 
· 15 full daycare services (one of which is a drop-in crèche XE "Childcare provision: full-day crèche" )
· 13 afterschool programmes, some playgroups/crèches offer this service
· 29 Parent and Toddler XE "Parent and Toddler Groups"  Groups 
· As yet, the number of family-based carers, such as childminders has not been quantified
3.2 Childcare: Needs versus Preference

3.2.1 Definitions

Need: “a want, a requirement…of necessity”
 

Preference: “liking one thing more than another…by choice.”

This report examines the difference between need and preference in the context of parents choices for childcare. In many cases, a need may be met (i.e. a child is minded) but a preference on the type or scope of service is not (e.g. time of service, childcare approach). A need or preference can focus on ‘child’ in childcare (e.g. attention to special needs, child development) or focus on ‘care’ in childcare (e.g. cost, safety of provision).

This report examines specifically parents’ impressions of the needs versus the preferences of childcare for their children. This takes into consideration family situation, cultural background, special needs and region of County Donegal.

3.2.2 Importance of Engaging Parents

Both the National Children’s Strategy and the National Childcare Census Report emphasise the importance of parents’ involvement in childcare.
 As the title of this report suggests, engaging parents is empowering parents with choices and knowledge for the ultimate outcome—enriching children.

Parents are very active in the childcare sector. Moreover, parents, especially mothers, are involved in the childcare services themselves: as childcare workers, volunteers working on realising new childcare initiatives or on a management committee.

Involving parents is a partnership between a parent and a provider. The majority of formal childcare provisions provide information to parents (72.5%) but the participation of parents is usually much deeper and includes a commitment to assisting day-to-day workings and with the development of the provision.
 The catalyst for many new childcare provisions is by parents themselves and interest in childcare by parents in County Donegal is quite high.

Parents’ understanding of ‘childcare’ may be different to the conventional definition. Therefore, this limits a parent’s scope on what can be included as one of their needs or preferences. Contacting parents for this research educated them on the possibilities, innovations and issues in childcare. Moreover, this allowed the parent to provide a unique perspective and contribution to the debate as a key stakeholder in childcare.

Some academic research contends that the ‘parent knows best’ with regards to childcare is a myth.
 It is not that parents cannot choose the best care for their children, the research claims that certain factors, including cost, impacts their impressions of quality.
 Thus, parents make decisions on childcare not based simply on the best provision for the child’s education, but based on constraints of the area and circumstances.

In many ways Donegal experience echoes this observation. Many parents view quality and their vision of childcare based on the limitation of their knowledge of childcare and also on what  fits their own circumstances. As this report progresses, the importance of empowering parents—with information and knowledge about childcare—enables parents to make better choices to enrich the lives of their children.


4
Overview of Findings 


4.1 Introduction

This section outlines the results of an extensive primary research study in the childcare needs and preferences of parents in County Donegal. Parents were quite open and candid in providing both qualitative and quantitative data for this report.
4.1.1 Parents Consultation 

Parents were asked to participate in this research through focus groups, one-on-one meetings, telephone conversations and surveys. This provides extensive data to draw conclusions on parents’ views on needs and preferences for childcare. The breakdown of the consultation is as follows:

· 107 parents participated in focus groups

· 103 mothers; 4 fathers, representing 105 families in County Donegal

· Almost an equal representation of working parents and stay-at-home parents

· Most parents used multiple forms of childcare provision, such as a childminder and a playgroup. Some parents used no provision at all

· Over 175 parents completed surveys including: DCCC XE "Donegal County Childcare Committee"  Parents’ Forum Survey- October 2003; Parents from National Schools in the Portnoo/Ardara area; a survey of working parents at Abbott Ireland in Donegal Town in November 2003.

· A number of parents also participated in one-on-one meetings and interviews 

There was a balance between the parents who made a conscious effort to participate in the research (e.g. attended a focus group) and ‘ordinary’ parents across Donegal, consulted informally at childcare facilities, schools, work place and community facilities. Most parents plan childcare provision years in advance because of the waiting lists at local provisions.

4.1.2 Stakeholders

Other stakeholders in childcare offered an insight on parents’ needs and preferences for childcare and on the childcare climate in the County. These stakeholders include statutory agencies, community groups, childcare providers (community, private and family-based providers) and childcare workers. 


Many of these stakeholders work regularly with parents or are parents themselves. They provide an interesting perspective on the capacity for parents to offer their needs and preferences for childcare and the childcare culture in County Donegal.

4.1.3

Children, as the user of childcare, are often not consulted in the context of their needs and preferences for childcare. A children’s focus group brought together children from East XE "Regions: East Donegal"  Donegal to provide insights into what they see as important issues and needs for childcare in their areas. The candour and acute observations of these children, aged eight to fourteen, contributes greatly to this discussion.

When asked about childcare, most children were familiar with family-based care: a childminder, babysitter or extended family as their most common provision and the only ones available for their age group. The group expressed a difficulty in trying to find even informal care and this had a negative effect on family.

  “When she can’t find a babysitter, my mammy gets all tired and all stressed. Sometimes   

  when my parents are stressed they get angry at us for no reason.”

The children broadened the view of childcare by taking the words literally: care for the child. The consensus was that more activities and amenities were needed to cater to children. 

  “They’re always building more offices and more restaurants, but we don’t need them. In 

   the place where they are building offices they could build a bookstore or park or 

   something like a library. Have you seen Strabane’s new library and Letterkenny XE "Regions: Letterkenny and Central Donegal" ’s library 

   they are lovely. If we had a library then we could do most of the things in the library, like  

   drama courses, art, writing courses.”

From karate to swimming to a cinema and a library, this is how children perceived the idea of ‘taking care of children.’ Although most of the children were unaware of any afterschool programmes at their schools, the activities were usually athletic. 

Children believed that parents were involved in a variety of things while they were/would be in an afterschool programme- from working, ‘getting some peace’ to working around the house. 

“Parents talk a lot about kids. They worry about things they don’t have to. They worry about which summer camp to send us to.”

During the school holidays, children say that often their parents take time off work and the family has a vacation together.  During the summer holidays children attend summer camps for part of the summer. The children felt that some of these camps were ‘very expensive’ so although they would want activities every week they knew this would not be possible. 

“I attended dance camp in Letterkenny XE "Regions: Letterkenny and Central Donegal" . I told my friends and they went for the course too. I learned all different dances. It’s expensive- 40 Euro! - so some of my friends couldn’t go.”

The children expressed frustration that most activities and summer camps were outside of their community. Parents found it hard to bring them to the camps especially since they started late and some of their parents were already at work. Children are sensitive to their parents’ frustrations and take these opinions on as their own- price, distance, safety etc.,

“It’s worse than school. The summer camp starts at 10:00 a.m. and goes until 3:00 p.m. and 

it’s not even close by. If I get to go, I have to get up really early and my parents have to get other parents to pick me up, so a lot of the weeks [of the summer] I don’t go.”

When asked to give a summary, children provided the following:

“We need more stuff to do around here.”

“Even if there were more activities, some parents wouldn’t let their kids go because they’re too dangerous and expensive.”

“There’s all these things for adults, like there’s dinners, art courses drama courses…and pubs.”

“A shopping centre would be nice. We could get rid of all the little shops and put them into 

the shopping centre and then we’d have room for other things too. One big shopping centre means there’s more room for more important stuff like a cinema, a library, a park, places where kids can have fun.”

4.2 A Summary of Parents Needs and Preferences for Childcare

The majority of parents concentrated on needs in childcare before looking at preferences, because of the absence of choice in many areas. This need before preference attitude is related to Maslow’s Hierarchy of Needs
: the basic needs must be satisfied before wanting something at a higher level, such as child development.

  “Some parents are just concerned that their child is fed, dry and safe. They aren’t worried 

  about whether the child is stimulated or happy.”

This adapted hierarchy of needs demonstrates how parents emphasize ‘care’ in childcare in the first three stages of the hierarchy and focus on the ‘child’ in childcare in the higher levels of the hierarchy. However, Stay-at-home XE "Stay-at-home parents and childcare"  parent XE "Stay-at-home parents" s, already satisfying the physiological need of childcare by taking care of their own children, were more likely in the research to express preferences for childcare.

4.2.1 Barriers to Childcare Needs and Preferences 

“The older children, around 12 or 13, they don’t have much to do. They’d be hanging around on the street corner- if we had a street corner.”

Parents feel satisfying their childcare needs is a challenge and outlined the following barriers:

1. Isolation: for both parent and child, especially in rural areas 

2. Transportation XE "Transportation issues and childcare" : XE "Transportation and childcare"  parents without vehicle and provision is not accessible on foot

3. Cost: XE "Affordability of childcare"   expensive provisions; minimum or up-front payments; ‘going rate’ not known; transportation an additional expense

4. Availability: lack of childcare spaces and/or not the childcare approach desired 

5. Safety XE "Safety in childcare: general" : no vetting or formal training of staff; childcare space not ‘childproofed’ or without the proper insurance

6. Difficulty sourcing childcare: finding information on childcare, finding childminders  
7. Family as the childcare alternative: guilt from imposing on family- ask only when absolutely necessary; no family in area; extended family not always available.

  “As a grandmother, I want to enjoy my grandchildren. I look after them gladly, but I would 

  prefer it was on my own terms. My daughter asks me to mind the children because she 

  says the expense and finding someone is difficult.”

· Safe and reliable: childproofed, proper insurance; offering continuity for child/parent

· Irish Language: Integrate the Irish language XE "Irish language"  and culture in childcare provision; an Irish speaking provision or an Irish language and culture provision as appropriate

· Timing XE "Timing and childcare"  tailored to the area: to cover the traditional/non-traditional work day

· A positive experience for the child

Work- part-time; full-time; Jobshare; seasonal work

Development opportunities- training; complete courses or qualification; volunteering

Filling the childcare need enables children to:

Socialise- time to play and interact with other children; the chance to make friends;

Education- fundamentals of learning; basis Irish language XE "Irish language" ; foundation for formal

         learning  environment; learning new activities and developing interests

Parents expressed preferences for childcare only once they felt their need was satisfied. For instance, a parent might prefer an afterschool programme, but only once the location, cost and other basic needs were met.  This section offers an overview of the preferences parents’ shared for childcare:

· Flexible childcare: childcare is too structured (family-based preferred); drop-in or pay-as-you-use service

· Cover ‘bridge times’:  morning times for commuting to work (8:00 a.m. to 9:30 a.m.) and after school provision (2:00 p.m. to 6:00 p.m.) 
· Cover summer and school holidays: all-day care such as summer camps

· Choice: eg: between Montessori XE "Montessori" , playgroup and childminder; registration of childminders; a way for parents to have their own ‘word of mouth’ list of childminders

· One-stop shop for childcare: home environment, local community centre or National School 

· Irish Language: An Irish speaking provision or alternatively an Irish language XE "Irish language"  and culture provision in the childcare service plan; families new to the Gaeltacht XE "Regions: Gaeltacht"

· A central place for childcare information- one place, Web site and accessible list of childminders, Parent & Toddler Groups, local provision, summer camps

Findings by Region in Co. Donegal 


County Donegal spans a large geographic area and parents residing in different areas of the county have different needs and preferences for childcare. This section focuses on the eight natural regions that emerge from the natural landscape, network of roads and clusters of communities in the County:

· South Donegal XE "Regions: South Donegal" 
· South West XE "Regions: South West Donegal"  Donegal and South Gaeltacht XE "Regions: Gaeltacht" 

 XE "Gaeltacht community and childcare" 
· Letterkenny XE "Regions: Letterkenny and Central Donegal"  and Central Donegal

· East XE "Regions: East Donegal"  Donegal 

· North Donegal XE "Regions: North Donegal" 
· Inishowen XE "Regions: Inishowen"  Peninsula

· Gaeltacht XE "Regions: Gaeltacht" 

 XE "Gaeltacht community and childcare"  

· Arranmore XE "Regions: The Islands"  and Tory Islands

This section is informed by focus groups, meetings and discussions with parents, providers and stakeholders in each area. The focus groups, organised in central locations, attracted parents from the length and breadth of the County, demonstrating parents’ interest and commitment to childcare. 

5.1 South Donegal XE "Regions: South Donegal" 
Total Population : 24,028   Children 0-14 :  5,254 (21.9%)   Area :  503 square miles (810 km²)

“The cost of childcare is excessively more than the average family can afford causing many children to miss out on playgroup and summer camp.”

The region of South Donegal XE "Regions: South Donegal"  spans north to Glenties and Ardara, south to Bundoran and Pettigo and borders on Co. Fermanagh. The tourist industry is a major source of employment in Donegal Town and Bundoran, especially for women. A female workforce is also dominant in the local factories in Donegal Town providing 24-hour shift work. The non-traditional working hours and the difficulty in finding childcare is a reality for parents in South Donegal.

5.1.1 Needs and Preferences in South Donegal XE "Regions: South Donegal" 
1-  Affordability XE "Affordable childcare"  of Childcare

Need: affordable crèche XE "Childcare provision: full-day crèche"  facilities

A full-time crèche XE "Childcare provision: full-day crèche"  is required to cover the traditional and non-traditional work-day. The surveys and focus group emphasized cost; To make it worthwhile for parents to work in the first place, a crèche needs to be affordable. Moreover, many parents with multiple children decided it is easier and saves money if one parent (usually the mother) stays home to mind the children.

Preference: Affordable XE "Affordable childcare" 

 XE "Affordability and childcare" , integrated crèche XE "Childcare provision: full-day crèche"  in the local area

Parents expressed an interest in keeping children in their local area but understood that a   full-time crèche XE "Childcare provision: full-day crèche"  would not be sustainable in small communities.  Parents were willing to travel a small distance to access this provision

The integration of a variety of childcare services in the one facility such as: a Parent and Toddler XE "Parent and Toddler Groups"  Group, afterschool programme and daycare is desired. This makes the facility the focal point for childcare in the area and assists parents new to the area (several were identified) to find and access services

2-  Childcare for Older Children

Need: School-age XE "Childcare provision: school age childcare"  Childcare

Parents indicated that children 10-14 years of age are too old for a babysitter or childminder. A programme specifically for their age group (including the first two years of secondary school) is required. Ideal school-age care was between 3:00 p.m. and 6:00 p.m. or some communities (Ardara, Glenties) with long commuting times expressed a need for service to 6:30 p.m. or 7:00 p.m.

Preference: Afterschool XE "Childcare provision: Afterschool programmes" 

 XE "Childcare provision: school-age childcare" 

 XE "Childcare provision: afterschool programme"  Programme in a central facility

Parents preferred a structured, afterschool programme with a variety of stimulating activities and even homework. The continuity of an afterschool programme can help build confidence the children transitioning from National School to Secondary School

76% of parents with school-age children surveyed at Abbott Ireland indicated that they would access an afterschool provision if available. In fact, an afterschool programme would allow parents on shift work the time after the 4:00 p.m. shift to prepare dinner or even just commute home.

3-  Summer XE "Childcare provision: Summer camp"  and Holiday XE "Childcare provision: holiday care"  Childcare

Need: A provision to cover summer and holidays

Parents referred to a successful summer camp organized in Donegal Town several years ago. While it only ran for one week of the summer, it was very popular and reasonably priced for the week (approximately Є65).

In the survey of schools in the Ardara/Glenties/Portnoo area and the survey at Abbott Ireland, the most required school-age childcare provision was over the summer period.  

62% of the parents surveyed at Abbott Ireland would access summer camps if available.

Preference: Central summer camp and/or holiday camps

A provision to covers the whole summer or a part of the  8-10 week break from school is required. Parents preferred a service with a wide variety of activities (e.g. arts, sports camp).

4-  Playgroup XE "Childcare provision: playgroup" 

 XE "Childcare provision: pre-school" 

 XE "Childcare provision and pre-school"  Provision

Need: An extended playgroup provision

In Donegal Town, parents expressed their frustration on trying to get their children into a local pre-school facility. 

“My son has been on the waiting list for the playgroup since he was two days old. You 

just know that’s what you have to do to make sure he gets a spot. I feel sorry for 

parents who move into the area hoping to get their three-year-old a space in the playgroup, good luck!”

Preference: A central facility that includes all childcare, including a playgroup

An all-in-one facility is the overall preference of most parents. This enables the child to be familiar with the facility from a young age.
5-  Childcare sensitive to the local area needs

Need: Childcare to fit local needs

A central place with a provision for an hour or two a day could help both stay-at-home parents and working parents. Access to a mobile service for parents and childminders in rural areas to have access to toys, books and even have the chance to socialize with other parents so all childcare is not based in the big centres. 

Preference: Drop-in XE "Childcare provision: drop-in crèche"  centre 

There was an indication even from stay-at-home parents that a drop-in centre is required. A number of parents new to the area need to ad hoc care but find it difficult to find informal provision with someone they can trust. A 24-hour service was expressed as the preference for flexible care but it was questioned whether South Donegal XE "Regions: South Donegal"  could sustain such a provision.

A childminder is the preference of many parents in South Donegal XE "Regions: South Donegal" . It provides the flexibility, home environment and special attention while still affordable for most parents. Parents expressed interest in a registration of childminders to get access to ‘good, trained childminders’ but they were afraid the price would go up if childminders were notified with the North Western Health Board (e.g. paying tax, registered as self-employed)

“I am new to the Donegal and I don’t have the luxury of family in the area. When I needed to go to a funeral, I couldn’t find anyone to look after my baby, so I couldn’t go…A drop-in centre in the area would have solved my problem.”

5.1.2 Impact of Satisfying Needs and Preferences

· Work and/or take on extra shifts or overtime
· Less pressure on parents, relieve waiting lists
· Older children XE "Childcare provision: school-age childcare"  are in safe environment but not felt they are ‘babysat’
5.2.3 Issues and Barriers to Satisfying Needs and Preferences

· Finding parent volunteers is more difficult in South Donegal XE "Regions: South Donegal" . Providers expressed the frustration on getting the same group of committed parents helping with fundraising or attending meetings. Parents indicated with two-parent working families it is more difficult for parents to be available to help
· Finding childcare XE "Finding childcare information" 

 XE "Finding childcare provisions" 

 XE "Finding childcare"  in South Donegal XE "Regions: South Donegal"  is difficult. Parents found word of mouth was the best way to find out any information about local childcare. New parents XE "New parents to County Donegal"  in the area do not have this support network.
· Cost XE "Affordability of childcare"  was perhaps the biggest issue for parents in South Donegal XE "Regions: South Donegal" . Parents indicated that childcare was often chosen based on price and preferred the freedom of choosing the best provision for their child(ren)
· Parents believed training of childcare staff and registration of family-based providers would increase the quality of the provision but also increase the price.

5.2 South West XE "Regions: South West Donegal"  Donegal and South Gaeltacht XE "Regions: Gaeltacht"

  “I live in my car, going to work, taking the kids to the childminder before school and so on.

The South West XE "Regions: South West Donegal"  region of Donegal is unique in that it encompasses a smaller Gaeltacht XE "Regions: Gaeltacht" 

 XE "Gaeltacht community and childcare"  community. The local industry is fishing, concentrated primarily in Killybegs, outside of this Gaeltacht area. Kilcar, where the focus group took place, is unique with the Aislann Community Centre in the village.
5.2.1 Needs and Preferences for South West XE "Regions: South West Donegal"  Donegal

1-  Childcare tailored to the local area

Need: 
Childcare to bridge the gaps between 8:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m.

Childcare to suit the schedule of working parents emerged as one of the biggest needs in the area, especially with long commuting times

Preference:  Childcare that adapts to the changes in school and day schedule

Flexibility in childcare to satisfy the commuting parent but also adapts to the changes in school schedule is preferred. Parents expressed difficulty in finding care (i.e. a childminder) for the one day a month that the school closes early. Continuity, that is, the same childcare provision year after year, was highlighted as a priority.

A special childcare provision to cover school holidays was required for school-age children. 
For childcare, I think really far ahead because I don’t want to change after six months…  

continuity is important for both parents and children.”

2-  Childcare for Older Children

Need: School-age XE "Childcare provision: school age childcare"  childcare

Parents feel the Aislann Centre is underused and could provide ad hoc and afterschool childcare provisions, especially for school-age children.

Preference: A structured school-age childcare programme

An afterschool programme with stimulating activities for children is required. Parents outside Kilcar thought an afterschool programme should be based at local school premises 

Parents stressed that while the focus of an afterschool was child development not just to allow working parents to get home from work. Parents preferred a bilingual programme (English/Irish).

“I’d love an afterschool programme, it means I wouldn’t have to be rushing… there are more working mothers and especially at this time of year because they are going back to the fish… just for the hour or two after school. It [the afterschool programme] could provide a snack, storytelling, stimulation, outdoor activities, computers, even homework.”

3-  Summer XE "Childcare provision: Summer camp"  Childcare 

Need: Summer XE "Childcare provision: Summer camp"  holiday childcare

There is a lack of childcare provision in South West XE "Regions: South West Donegal"  Donegal to cover the whole summer, currently the provision is one week. Some provisions, even family-based provisions close in the summer making it more challenging to find childcare. 

Preference: A structured summer programme

Parents preferred a structured programme with a variety of activities to cover a broad age range (pre-school to 14 years old).
4-  Childcare available for all parents

Need: A provision for stay-at-home parents

Opportunities for stay-at-home parents to meet, socialise and better themselves are limited in South West XE "Regions: South West Donegal"  Donegal. Similarly, it is difficult for parents to attend these sessions without transportation.

Preference: Opportunities for parents to educate, develop and network
A childcare provision at the adult education facility for all parents including stay-at-home married parents (not just lone parents) or access to distance learning courses 
Support to establish Parent and Toddler XE "Parent and Toddler Groups"  Groups in small rural areas with a transportation option (as appropriate) is to relieve loneliness and isolation in rural areas.
5-  Naíonraí XE "Childcare provision: Naíonraí"  provision

Need: an expanded naíonra, playgroup or pre-school provision for the area

The demands on the naíonra in Kilcar is increasing. An expansion of the provision, to include an outdoor space and facilitate more children is needed. Parents believed that Irish is an important component to the provision.

Preference: Expansion of provisions for pre-school age children in local communities

An diffusion of naíonra/playgroup/pre-school provisions throughout the South West XE "Regions: South West Donegal"  area would relieve the pressure on the Kilcar naíonra. This also allows parents without access to transportation during the day to send their children to a local pre-school provision.

5.2.2 Impact of satisfying needs and preferences

· Parents can avail of seasonal work as it becomes available

· A structured, reliable childcare provision would allow stay-at-home parents to consider working part-time or even full-time

· With a great volunteer spirit in the area, adequate childcare would enable parents to  spend time volunteering, fundraising, even help develop childcare programmes 

· Offers children a stable, daily routine

· Stop ‘using’ family for childcare

· Less rushing in the mornings- puts less stress on children and parents

5.2.3 Issues and Barriers to Satisfying Needs and Preferences

· Kilcar has a great facility so the external perception is they are a ‘have’ not a ‘have not’ area. This makes it more difficult to gain support around new provisions
· Hard to mobilize parents to volunteer in childcare because of long commuting times 
· Isolation, especially for stay-at-home parents
Summary of Needs and Preferences- South West XE "Regions: South West Donegal"  Donegal 

Childcare that adapts to the school schedule and to school-age children with an afterschool programme, summer/holiday provision along with extended localized provision for pre-school age children.

Considerations:

· Childcare that ‘bridges the gap’ between school and parents’ work times
· Enables stay-at-home parents the opportunity to network and develop
· Irish language XE "Irish language"  provision, where appropriate

Letterkenny XE "Regions: Letterkenny and Central Donegal"  is the largest town in the county and the surrounding area has the largest percentage of children in the county. It might be perceived that the Letterkenny area would follow a more urban model for childcare, but according to parents this is not in all circumstances.  Parents tend to work more traditional working hours than other parts of the county (9:00a.m. to 4:30 or 5:00p.m.), however, the necessity of a two-parent working family is not as prevalent as in Dublin or other large cities.

5.3.1 Needs and Preferences in Central Donegal

1-  Choices for childcare

Need: 
Choices of childcare provision

Parents expressed frustration in finding childcare to suit needs and are left ‘at the mercy of childcare’- that is, when childcare is not available, onus is on parents to mind children

A place to access information on childcare options.  Parents found it difficult to find information on local childcare facilities or childminders from community sources (identified as GP surgeries, Public Health Nurses, Library etc.,)

Preference: A choice of services in the local community  

Parents preferred childcare in the local community (village or housing estate), within walking distance. A registered list of childminders would enable parents to have a true choice.
2-  Affordable XE "Affordable childcare" 

 XE "Affordability and childcare"  full-time daycare facilities

Need: Affordable XE "Affordable childcare" 

 XE "Affordability and childcare" , full-time daycare facilities

Full-time daycare is crucial for two-parent working families. To satisfy this need at the moment, parents are using multiple forms of childcare (e.g. childminder and playgroup). Early morning and early evening childcare is needed to facilitate parents who commute. 

Transportation XE "Transportation issues and childcare" 

 XE "Transportation and childcare"  from school to the afterschool provision is also required.

Preference: Means tested or tax incentives for working parents

For all childcare provision, parents believed tax incentives or tax relief for parents was important. Means testing or subsidised childcare spaces was preferred method of solving the issue of cost. 

Parent indicated that playgroup and pre-school provision was an essential for children and therefore children should not be denied this opportunity because of having stay-at-home parents and/or because of cost.

3-  Flexible childcare options

Need: Flexible and ad hoc childcare

Drop-in XE "Childcare provision: drop-in crèche"  centres for stay-at-home parents and for working parents who might need care because of unforeseen circumstances with family-based care (e.g. childminder is ill)

Preference: Community drop-in provision

Parents expressed an interest in an official in-home service, that is, where someone would come to the home, 2 or 3 hours a week, to mind children in own environment. This allows very small children and babies the chance to sleep, be comfortable in own surroundings.
4-  Childcare for Older Children

Need: School-Age provision

Parents in Letterkenny XE "Regions: Letterkenny and Central Donegal"  and central Donegal find it difficult to source school-age childcare—important for parents who need an extra couple of hours before getting home from work.
Preference: Afterschool XE "Childcare provision: Afterschool programmes" 

 XE "Childcare provision: school-age childcare" 

 XE "Childcare provision: afterschool programme"  programme, summer and holiday care

For afterschool programmes, parents wanted a service near the school for easy access and/or transportation. An afterschool programme would combine activities with homework.
Summer XE "Childcare provision: Summer camp"  and holiday programmes should be available for the entire summer. A parent shared her experience of taking time off work unpaid every summer to mind her children because childcare provision (including childminders) is not available.
5.3.2 Impact of satisfying needs and preferences

· Parents concentrate on building career, keep job prospects high
· Less stress on the family and less rushing
· Rely less on extended family for childcare
· Stay-at-home XE "Stay-at-home parents and childcare"  parent XE "Stay-at-home parents" s might consider part-time or Jobshare 
· Children mix with other children, even children from different schools
· Children gain new interests in a summer camp and afterschool programme
5.3.3 Issues and Barriers to Satisfying Needs and Preferences

· Working XE "Working parents and childcare"  parent XE "Working parents" s mentioned that they give half their wages a month to childcare.

· Perception that the Letterkenny XE "Regions: Letterkenny and Central Donegal"  area has a variety of childcare facilities, makes it more difficult to ‘make a case’ for new childcare in rural and/or residential areas.

· Transportation XE "Transportation issues and childcare" 

 XE "Transportation and childcare"  especially for stay-at-home parents is a problem (e.g. to attend Parent and Toddler XE "Parent and Toddler Groups"  groups and playgroups). For instance, the Doorway Project, located in a housing estate, allows parents access to community childcare because crossing the town during rush hour is becoming increasingly difficult.

Rushed Routine

Parents across County Donegal expressed their situation of juggling family and career responsibilities. This is a schedule of a working parent in Central Donegal with three children- one pre-school age, one in national school, one at secondary school.

East XE "Regions: East Donegal"  Donegal includes Ballybofey/Stranorlar, Raphoe and Lifford, bordering with Co. Tyrone. Many parents commute to work in Letterkenny XE "Regions: Letterkenny and Central Donegal" , Strabane or Derry. There are no full-time day care facilities in East Donegal, even though many of the sessional facilities have over 20 children attending.
 While some parents agreed that their ideal childcare would be to stay at home with their children, for many families this is not economically possible.

5.4.1 Needs and Preferences in East XE "Regions: East Donegal"  Donegal

1-  Full-time daycare

Need: Full-time crèche XE "Childcare provision: full-day crèche"  especially for working families

Parents expressed a need for a full-time crèche XE "Childcare provision: full-day crèche"  facility, to cater for working parents. Currently parents commute with the children to use childcare (usually crèches) in other parts of Donegal and even Northern Ireland XE "Northern Ireland and childcare" .

Preference: Centrally located full-time crèche XE "Childcare provision: full-day crèche"  facility 
To keep children in the local area, some parents use multiple forms of childcare. A central location would enable a wide catchment area to increase sustainability. 

2-  Summer XE "Childcare provision: Summer camp"  and Holiday XE "Childcare provision: holiday care"  childcare

Need: Provisions for summer and holiday care

Summer XE "Childcare provision: Summer camp"  camps are expensive and concentrate on sport, this does not appeal to all children.

Preference: Summer XE "Childcare provision: Summer camp"  camps with diverse choices for children of all ages

Opportunities for career exploration, outdoor adventures or even arts is desired. A combination of themed weeks could be offered throughout the summer in a central location. Transportation XE "Transportation issues and childcare" 

 XE "Transportation and childcare"  to and from the venue is preferred.
  “My two older children they don’t just need activities, they need a hands-on experience. 

  I think that if they see what a doctor has to do, they can say I either have the stomach for  

  this or I don’t. Same with nursing, same with working in childcare, same as architect, plaster 

  or carpenter. I know so many people in jobs that they hate, why not have chances for 

  these  kids to explore jobs if they are going to be looked after anyway?”

3-  Flexible childcare

Need: A choice of reliable, flexible childcare

Parents expressed the difficulty in finding childminders in the area

Preference: Flexible care in a home environment

A childminder satisfies many parents’ preference for home-based, flexible, cost-effective childcare. Parents believed a registration of childminders increases the reliability and quality of the provision.

Need: Parents need to understand their role and their child’s development

Parents using the Lifestart XE "Lifestart Programme"

Parents involvement overall in childcare in East Donegal is very low. Many parents underestimate the importance of playgroups and pre-school to a child’s development.

 XE "Lifestart" 

 XE "Lifestart programme"  Programme to include all of East XE "Regions: East Donegal"  Donegal

Parents were intrigued by Lifestart XE "Lifestart Programme" 

 XE "Lifestart" 

 XE "Lifestart programme"  and preferred this as a way to engage parents in understanding the importance of child development (and pre-school provision) for their children. With transportation an issue, Lifestart XE "Lifestart Programme"  is considered an ideal programme to provide  stay-at-home parents with child development materials.

“Some parents use us [the playgroup] as a babysitting service…a cheap babysitting service. None of them have ever asked us how this will help their child.”

5.4.2 Impact on parents/children in satisfying needs and preferences

· Less burden on the extended family 
· Less stress about childcare means more quality time with the family
· Enables parents to work- the system is reliable and structured to facilitate this
· Childcare should be tailored for the location; women in East XE "Regions: East Donegal"  Donegal do not tend to work a traditional work day (9:00a.m. to 5:00p.m.) so the childcare should be tailored for the location
· Meeting a family visitor with Lifestart XE "Lifestart Programme" 

 XE "Lifestart" 

 XE "Lifestart programme"  allows isolated parents to meet with someone to discuss child development once a month and attend courses and classes
· Some children are involved in activities and positive socialization of childcare despite cost and transportation
· Unite the communities to build childcare for a larger catchment area- this keeps families and money in the community (an important value for parents in the area)
5.4.3 Issues and barriers to satisfying needs and preferences

· No existing premises for childcare, summer camps or Parent and Toddler XE "Parent and Toddler Groups"  Groups; Ballybofey/Stranorlar is sports-oriented so other premises not available

· Parents use facilities in Letterkenny XE "Regions: Letterkenny and Central Donegal"  or outside their own community. 
· Other options tend to be expensive, including summer camps—not all parents can afford the provision so children feel left out

· It is difficult to mobilise parents in East XE "Regions: East Donegal"  Donegal. This is especially a problem because at the moment parents are using childcare facilities outside of the area and the commuting is not allowing them time to participate in developing local childcare.

· Cost XE "Affordability of childcare" , especially for parents with multiple children

· New estates bring new families—without extended family for ad hoc childcare

· Need more amenities in the area for children; childcare often follows these amenities

North Donegal XE "Regions: North Donegal"  is an isolated and rural part of the County. Public transportation is almost     non-existent and smaller communities have little childcare available. Parents are quite knowledgeable on childcare provision and are understand the limitations to an area like rural Donegal. However, parents need full-time care, but know a full-time facility would not be sustainable in small villages. Instead parents are willing to compromise on type of provision for preference: local community provision.

5.5.1 Needs and Preferences for North Donegal XE "Regions: North Donegal" 
1-  Childminding XE "Childminding" 

 XE "Childcare provision: childminding" 
Need: Childminders XE "Childminding" 
Parents in North Donegal XE "Regions: North Donegal"  expressed a difficulty in finding informal care, especially for new parents to the area. A directory of childminders in the area or a network of local childminders to contact is required.

Preference: Childminders XE "Childminding"  referrals

The interest in a referral system for childminders was important for the area. New parents XE "New parents to County Donegal"  to the area find it difficult to source childminders and babysitters so do without, causing further isolation. Childminders XE "Childminding"  was the preferred choice for parents seeking childcare in North Donegal. 

     “Childminders XE "Childminding"  are impossible to find. They want be anonymous.”

2-  Flexible childcare
Need: Flexible care

Following the need for childminders, some parents also expressed an interest for flexible care, that is, a formal childcare service that offered parents to ‘have a break’, go to a doctor’s appointment, shopping etc., 

Preference: Drop-in XE "Childcare provision: drop-in crèche"  childcare provision

Parents maintained that a drop-in service and a network of childminders would enable parents to work part-time, take a course or daily needs. The workforce in the area is part-time so parents want childcare tailored to community needs. Babysitters XE "Childcare provision: babysitters"  are ‘like gold dust’ in a rural area and there are very difficult to find.

3-  Summer XE "Childcare provision: Summer camp"  childcare

Need: Extended Summer XE "Childcare provision: Summer camp"  care

Summer XE "Childcare provision: Summer camp"  camps and childcare provision were essential for working parents and also a great opportunity for child development. The Milford area summer camp catered for 130-180 children per session last year with even further demand.
  Other parts of North Donegal XE "Regions: North Donegal"  need a local summer camp since Milford provision barely provides space for the immediate area.
Preference: Summer XE "Childcare provision: Summer camp"  care with support

The initiatives tend to be ‘parent driven’ (therefore volunteer driven) but it is difficult to get parents to stay committed to a long-term volunteer position. Pool of childminders for the summer months- some childminders stay with own children.

4-  Choices in childcare

Need: Childcare provisions in small communities

Stay-at-home XE "Stay-at-home parents and childcare"  parent XE "Stay-at-home parents" s in North Donegal XE "Regions: North Donegal"  need provisions in the local communities and not in centrally located areas.

Preference: A range of provisions with transportation if required

Parent and Toddler XE "Parent and Toddler Groups"  Groups, pre-school provision and afterschool programmes should be as local as National Schools (perhaps even using this facility). Transportation XE "Transportation issues and childcare" 

 XE "Transportation and childcare"  for these provisions should be assessed on a needs-led basis. Many parents expressed an interest in accessing childcare provision and transportation makes the provision more accessible thus making the provision more sustainable.

5- Support for all parents

Need: Provisions for stay-at home parents

Isolation in North Donegal XE "Regions: North Donegal"  is a major issue, especially with stay-at-home parents new to the county. These parents expressed a difficulty in meeting other parents and even accessing information about local childcare provisions. 

For working parents, tax incentives or a childcare relief or benefit is desired. Many parents—both stay-at-home and working—expressed an interest in a Lifestart programme for the area. XE "Lifestart Programme"

Preference: Lifestart XE "Lifestart Programme"

While working parents also use these provisions, stay-at-home parents indicated that local care and information was not only needed but preferred. This allows parents in the immediate area to start a support network (with a family visitor, other parents).
Parents believed that all children should be given the right to child development programme (i.e. Lifestart and other similar programmes) and the right to attend pre-school education. Transportation, availability and cost should not be barriers to this provision.

5.5.2 Impact on satisfying needs and preferences

· Parents can avail of courses or educational opportunities if desired
· Parents know children are safe, with transportation from school/home to childcare
· Children are socialising and making friends in their local community
5.5.3 Issues and barriers to satisfying needs and preferences

· Premises for new programmes, such as an afterschool. Parents saw natural links between the importance of an afterschool and the efforts that should be made to facilitate these programmes in National Schools and/or community spaces. 
· Inadequate premises and staffing- parents on management committees and providers do not have the time or capacity to ‘fill out paperwork’ for funding grants
· VEC Creche in the area is full; used for lone parents to advance themselves but this means other parents cannot avail of educational opportunities as easily.
· Transportation XE "Transportation issues and childcare" 

 XE "Transportation and childcare"  for a rural area is the greatest cost and barrier to access childcare.
  Summary of Needs and Preferences- North Donegal XE "Regions: North Donegal" 
  Childminders XE "Childminding"  and family-based care that is flexible, reliable and easily sourced. Local XE "Local childcare"     

  provisions with transportation (including summer care) are also desired.

  Considerations:

· Support for volunteers facilitating childcare provisions
· An expansion of provisions for stay-at-home parents such as Parent and Toddler XE "Parent and Toddler Groups"  groups and Lifestart XE "Lifestart Programme"

“Playschool doesn’t allow you to work. It’s 9:30 to 12:30. I’m not from the area so I don’t have family to help. I’d be working to pay the childminder and childcare. “

Parents in the Inishowen XE "Regions: Inishowen"  area, with the proximity to Northern Ireland XE "Northern Ireland and childcare" , look to their neighbours for examples of childcare. Many parents commute to Northern Ireland to work. The needs and preferences of parents were diverse, but Inishowen spans a large and isolated area. Inishowen Childcare Network has a strong presence in the area and parents are very knowledgeable on childcare issues.

5.6.1 Needs and Preferences for Inishowen XE "Regions: Inishowen" 
1-  Community-based childcare

Need: Full-time daycare crèche XE "Childcare provision: full-day crèche"  

In some parts of Inishowen XE "Regions: Inishowen" , the lack of space in current provision, means children cannot attend playgroup five days a week. Waiting lists in Inishowen are common so a one-stop shop for all children of different ages would be preferred.
Preference: Community-based service- pre-school as a right


Parents expressed the need for pre-school education to be a right like with education of children over 5 years of age. Playschool does not enable parents to work, even a half-day because of the timing. A drop-in provision was also expressed as an important feature in a childcare provision.

  “Children should have the right to go to playschool as part of the education programme.   

  Even if they are in full-time care, the childminder will take them. So that it’s not a luxury to  

  go to playschool. It’s a necessity and it’s funded by the government.”

2-  Professional childcare service

Need: Training XE "Training of childcare staff"  and vetting of childcare workers

Parents strongly agreed that all childcare workers should be vetted for the safety of children. Management committees XE "Childcare management committees"  of provisions believed Ireland was getting a dangerous reputation for not having vetted staff. 

 “It’s not paying them [childminders] I find is the problem. It’s they’re not registered. You really don’t know. You’re taking a big risk…they don’t have insurance, their house doesn’t have to be childproofed”

“There’s no incentive for them [childminders] to register or get in touch with the Health Board. If there is no grant for them, no tax incentive for them…it’s safer for them to stay in the informal economy.”

“It’s a shame because it’s not safe for our children. They could be a paedophile. You just don’t know.”

Preference: Childcare regulated by the government

Parents expressed interest in vetting and childproofing as mandatory for anyone taking care of children. The Health Board should review its regulations for childminders to ensure anyone looking after one child not their own need to notifies them- this would increase the regulation and the seriousness in the job.

Parents wanted government subsidised pre-school spaces. Moreover, they were worried about the quality of childcare after the wage grants expire- how will staff be retained?

Childminders XE "Childminding"  are the preference for some parents especially since this allows all siblings of different ages to be together during the day. 

3-  Focus on childcare approaches

Need: Provisions that stimulate children

Parents in Inishowen XE "Regions: Inishowen"  valued pre-school education and wanted a choice on the pre-school approach best for their child.
Preference: Montessori XE "Type of childcare provision: Montessori" 

 XE "Montessori"  and High/Scope XE "Type of childcare provision: High/Scope" 

 XE "High/Scope"  methods and the introduction of Lifestart XE "Lifestart Programme" 

 XE "Lifestart" 

 XE "Lifestart programme" 
Parents were very knowledgeable on childcare methods and emphasised the importance of the method to the care. Inishowen parents also wanted to receive more child development XE "Child development"  information that they see can be achieved by extending Lifestart throughout Inishowen. 4-  Support for parents’ childcare development groups

Need: Support for parents to find and initiate new childcare for the area

Some parent volunteers were frustrated in trying to initiate new childcare: the process is time-consuming, long and expensive. Parents need support to help the process therefore not to discourage other parents’ groups from deciding to initiate new childcare provisions.

Preference: Support for parent volunteers and management boards so the childcare development process lasts a reasonable time without major expenses

Parents expressed cynicism and frustration in trying to develop new childcare initiatives. The funding criteria changes frequently and so does the group of parents involved.  The up-front investment, such as hiring an architect, is beyond the financial capacity for some groups. Support and training for this process would be in high demand in the Inishowen area.

5.6.2 Impact on satisfying needs and preferences

· All children have the opportunity to attend playgroup or a pre-school provision
· Childcare is a profession and is treated as such by both parents and providers.
· Parents initiate new childcare provisions as need arises without taking on a long-term, stressful and expensive process
· Parents are able to work or to access training as desired
· Childcare concentrates on individual learning and discovery
5.6.3 Issues and barriers to satisfying needs and preferences

· Cost XE "Affordability of childcare"  is a major issue- too expensive for parents with multiple children
· Volunteer commitment from parents is too unrealistic, especially when developing new childcare initiatives
· Gaps in current childcare regulations: strict Health Board guidelines but no vetting

“Childcare doesn’t work in a vacuum. You can have good childcare services but the whole community needs to have supports for children- a library, a playground, community facilities. This is really childcare.”

Since unemployment is an issue in the area, parents see the connection between extending provision, such as summer camps, with providing employment. Language was also a priority for provision in the Gaeltacht by both native Irish speakers and the minority of non-Irish speaking parents.

Although parents did not express an interest in full-time childcare, cost should not be a barrier for any provisions such as playgroup or summer camp.

Preference: Subsidised XE "Subsidised Childcare"  or sliding scale cost based on employment level

Parents see the benefit for children to be in formal childcare and therefore should then be affordable and accessible for all parents.

2-  Childcare to address isolation

Need:  Childcare to address isolation

Stay-at-home XE "Stay-at-home parents and childcare"  parent XE "Stay-at-home parents" s and their children experience isolation in many small towns in the Gaeltacht XE "Regions: Gaeltacht" 

 XE "Gaeltacht community and childcare" . Childcare brings parents together to network and allows children play together. This is especially important for new parents to the area.

Preference: Local XE "Local childcare"  childcare provision with transportation

Emphasis by parents was definitely to keep children in their local communities; so pre-school children meet the future schoolmates. If this is not feasible, a shared provision between villages or parishes should be considered.
More Parent and Toddler XE "Parent and Toddler Groups"  groups were needed in the Gaeltacht XE "Regions: Gaeltacht" 

 XE "Gaeltacht community and childcare"  in the medium of Irish, perhaps with Irish-led facilitators to give a structure to the programme. Parent and Toddler Groups open to non-Irish speaking parents, even a bilingual provision are desired, to give non-Irish speaking parents the opportunity to meet and learn more about the language and share it with children.
3-  Information XE "Information and childcare"  on childcare

Need: Information XE "Information and childcare"  on local childcare 

Parents expressed difficulty in finding information about childcare in the area.

Preference:  One office responsible for collecting and providing parents with childcare support

Parents thought that one office and Web site with all the local facilities and contact numbers makes it easier for parents to access information. A central database is needed for the childcare information from each parish with the opportunity of access from surrounding parishes.

4- Irish language XE "Irish language"  provisions

Need: Irish Language provisions

Parents expressed the importance of an Irish-speaking XE "Irish language"  childcare service, especially the naíonraí. Non-Irish spreaking parents also believed an Irish provision was the best provision for a child growing up in the Gaeltacht XE "Regions: Gaeltacht" 

 XE "Gaeltacht community and childcare" .

Preference:  Irish language XE "Irish language"  or bilingual provision and open doors for non-Irish speaking families

Parents agreed that an inclusive Irish childcare provision was important. Providing non-Irish speakers with materials and support on the language and open involvement on the management committees enables non-Irish speaking parents to learn along with their child

Parents were committed to working towards bilingual services for non-Irish speaking families.

“I think it’s important for my son to go to the Nainoira because it will make his life easier. Children at that age are like sponges, especially with languages. I wish they had a bilingual part for explaining to children who are not exposed to Gaelic at home.”

5-  Childcare for older children

Need:  Programmes for older school age children 

Children aged 10-14 years need activities in a safe, supervised environment.
Preference: Afterschool XE "Childcare provision: Afterschool programmes" 

 XE "Childcare provision: school-age childcare" 

 XE "Childcare provision: afterschool programme"  programmes with a variety of activities

Parents emphasised the importance of arts and crafts and outdoor play as part of an afterschool programme. Parents expressed an interest of an afterschool programme in Irish.

6-  Summer XE "Childcare provision: Summer camp"  Childcare

Need: Summer XE "Childcare provision: Summer camp"  camps

Currently, summer camps run only a short part of the summer. Parents are interested in  programmes that run throughout the summer.

Preference: A professional summer provision that provides thematic activities

Parents see an importance in separating the older and younger age groups in summer activities. The Health Board Regulations, as with any childcare provision, should extend to summer camps. Trained staff members throughout the year to run youth programmes are preferred because this offers parents and children continuity with the provision.

5.7.2 Impact on satisfying needs and preferences

· Promote Irish with non-Irish speaking families for a positive integration in the community
· Children learn Irish at a young age
· Parents meet and make referrals to each other on local childcare provisions
· Less stress for parents, especially for keeping school-age children 
· Structured childcare gives parents the opportunity to work, train and take courses
· Increase childcare-related employment with afterschool, summer, youth programmes.
5.7.3 Issues and barriers to satisfying needs and preferences

· Resources, lack of knowledge/information about provisions or innovative provisions
· Cost XE "Affordability of childcare"  a major issue, especially for lone parents
· Isolation is an issue for both parents and children, need opportunities for children to socialize in a safe environment

Although Arranmore XE "Regions: The Islands"  Island and Tory Island are officially part of the Gaeltacht XE "Regions: Gaeltacht" 

 XE "Gaeltacht community and childcare" , they have unique issues for childcare. As two rural areas, at least one parent stays at home with the children. In most cases, care for the child is not the issue; it is child development

The naíonra on Arranmore XE "Regions: The Islands"  Island is located in one of the national schools. This gives children the chance to become familiar with the school and interact with other children before school.

There is no formal childcare provision on Tory XE "Regions: The Islands"  Island.

On Arranmore XE "Regions: The Islands"  Island, parents expressed difficulty in finding childminders on the Island, especially in the winter because the extended familiy is on the mainland. This is especially challenging when parents take courses on the Island, other parents are not available to mind each other’s children. 

Both Islands now have a secondary school. This means provisions for older children are an issue. Volunteers organize youth clubs in the hopes this provides a variety of activities for older children and a break for parents.  In other parts of Ireland, this could be classified as an afterschool programme. 

“The children, especially the older children, need something to do. We want to start a Youth Club here so that they are involved in activities in a safe environment and it gives parents some relief.”

With a number of young children on both Islands, parents expressed an interest in training or materials for child development, such as with the Lifestart XE "Lifestart Programme" 

 XE "Lifestart" 

 XE "Lifestart programme"  model. Isolation is a big issue for parents on the Island so a programme with a family visitor may be a great idea or training a local as a family visitor may be an option. 

A formal Parent and Toddler XE "Parent and Toddler Groups"  Group may get parents to socialize and obtain formal parental information from guest speakers and/or the local public health nurse.

Overall, training and education for parents to initiate child-centred programmes is crucial. The Islands might benefit from a youth co-ordinator to organise all programmes that fall under the youth and childcare remit.


6
Findings from Socially Sensitive Groups 


The population in County Donegal is becoming even more diverse and the County must recognise and celebrate difference- treating children equally is important but with cultural sensitivity and taking the background of the child into account in a childcare provision.  

“A ‘difference blind’ approach has been highlighted recently and is based on false assumptions that all children share common developmental contexts.”
 Ensuring the childcare provision offers sensitivity to difference is increasingly more important in County Donegal. This is relevant to children with special needs; children from different cultural backgrounds; children from the Traveling Community; children from lone parent families.

6.1 Children with Special Needs

  “Sometimes when my child is with a childminder, she reacts and I find it hard to    

  concentrate  properly at work, and I’m stressed. Usually she’s fine, but you never know.”

Children with special needs include cases of down syndrome, autism, speech therapy needs and learning disabilities. The severity and special needs support required is unique to each case. A Counsellor of Special Needs, assigned to each child, is responsible for support with transitions to pre-school/school and making referrals to appropriate childcare resources.

Parents appreciated the opportunity to be asked their opinions on needs and preference for childcare. For many of them, it was the first time parents with special needs children were asked to participate in this type of research.

Other children with mild learning disabilities or speech problems are not be officially registered with the Health Board but still require special attention and resource help. Other still, may not be diagnosed until after seven years of age. 

This section of the report is informed from a focus group of parents with special needs children and one-on-one discussions. Some children used special pre-school childcare, some used mainstream childcare and some other children used a mixture of the two provisions.

With the unique nature of every special needs case, further research may be required to understand the needs and preferences of all special needs children for childcare. Parents 

contacted in this research felt that they spoke for themselves but could not speak for a majority of parents with special needs children, since the severity and types of disabilities varies.

6.1.1 Needs and Preferences for Childcare

Parents in the larger towns were pleased with the childcare facilities and support available for their children. Parents from rural areas, however, found these provisions non-existent but understood these are not feasible in a rural area. As a solution, parents indicated that a special needs assistant and/or training of local childcare staff was needed, especially if a special needs child is already using the facility.

Consistent with the research across the County, parents with special needs children wanted a provision immediately afterschool.

Preference: Afterschool XE "Childcare provision: Afterschool programmes"

An afterschool provision for school-age children could provide children with activities and/or practical life skills. This enables parents to have time to get home from work and attend to other children’s needs. Parents preferred integrating special needs children in a mainstream afterschool programme, where appropriate, and feasible.

  “There is pressure in those particular couple of hours, between 4:00p.m. and 6:00p.m., 

  everything coming together at that time and that causes stress for us (parents) and for 

  the children.”

2-  In-Home care

Need: Afterschool Support

Parents with multiple children indicated a need for an in-house assistant to care fro the special needs child while the parents attend to other children (e.g. homework) and prepare meals.

Preference: In-home care for special needs child from 4:00p.m. to 6:00p.m.

An in-house carer with proper training could provide relief support in an environment comfortable for the child.

3-  Training XE "Training of childcare staff"  for Childcare Providers

Need: Training XE "Training of childcare staff"  on Special Needs Children

Parents believe providers should have more training in working with special needs children, specifically targeting providers who already have special needs children in attendance.

Preference: Specific training around child development for parents and providers

Parents were intrigued by the Lifestart XE "Lifestart Programme" 

 XE "Lifestart" 

 XE "Lifestart programme"  idea, especially if it could be tailored for special needs children.

Parents and providers also wanted staff in mainstream playgroups/childcare to acquire training in special needs from physical disabilities to delayed speech and speech therapy needs. 

6.1.2 Impact on satisfying needs and preferences

· Enables children to get the special attention needed in both the special needs childcare and mainstream childcare setting

· Enables parents to help other children with homework and finish daily activities

· Parents take less time off work knowing their child was taken care of afterschool and/or in a mainstream facility.

· Child gets activities that are appropriate for the ability level and accessibility level

· Parents are secure in knowing child is taken care of in an environment sensitive to child’s needs

6.1.3 Issues and Barriers to satisfying needs and preferences

· Location; especially for parents in rural communities
· Trust and security, ensuring that the child’s needs will be met in a safe environment
· Timing XE "Timing and childcare"  of childcare, especially with pre-school and afterschool provision
· Sensitivity for children with special needs who have not yet been diagnosed
· Difficulty in getting a special needs assistant at a childcare provision in the appropriate time so child gets benefit.

· Training XE "Training of childcare staff"  across the county for providers as required

6.2 Lone XE "Lone parents and childcare"  Parents

About one-quarter of all births registered in County Donegal are to single mothers.
 The percentage of lone parents families in the County is highest in the Gaeltacht XE "Regions: Gaeltacht" 

 XE "Gaeltacht community and childcare"  and South Gaeltacht areas (between 25-32% in some areas; 15-24% in other areas). The rest of the county has an equal spread of lone parent families from 0-24%.

Added to these statistics are the new lone parents in Letterkenny XE "Regions: Letterkenny and Central Donegal" : 58 lone mothers who applied for refugee status. This group has specific needs that are addressed in the asylum seeker section of this report.

Childcare is especially crucial for lone parents, especially in order to avail of working, training, education or even other daily duties. Lone parents XE "Lone parents" 

 XE "Lone parents and childcare"  receive support and a childcare provision when attending many training provisions, but may find it more difficult to find long-term affordable childcare.

The extended family, if available, often takes on the responsibility of informal childcare provision. Otherwise, many parents stay at home with their child(ren), which can cause further isolation. With the difficulty in finding local, affordable childcare, lone parents concentrate on getting provision, any provision, and the child development aspect of childcare becomes secondary.

Parents expressed interest in further child development information, such as is available with Lifestart XE "Lifestart Programme" 

 XE "Lifestart" 

 XE "Lifestart programme" , or parenting programmes. This gives parents a better understanding of the importance of childcare provision for the child in order for their children not to ‘miss out’ on early development.

Childcare opens the door for many lone parents to work, train or pursue an education. Childcare can also be the barrier to these things if the cost, location and appropriate times are not available. 
6.3
Travelling Community XE "Travelling Community and childcare"  

“The crèche XE "Childcare provision: full-day crèche"  here is like our heaven.”

County Donegal has the highest percentage of the Travelling Community XE "Travelling Community and childcare"  population in the North West region at 58%, including 162 families.
 According to the Donegal Traveller Project, another 150 to 200 nomadic Travelling families visit County Donegal, many of them the same families visiting every year.
 

The largest clusters of the Travelling Community XE "Travelling Community and childcare"  are concentrated in Letterkenny XE "Regions: Letterkenny and Central Donegal" , South Donegal XE "Regions: South Donegal"  (Ballyshannon area) and South West XE "Regions: South West Donegal"  Donegal (Killybegs area). Nomadic Travellers visit these areas of the County along with other areas of the County Donegal. 

In the Travelling Community XE "Travelling Community and childcare" , childcare is primarily the responsibility of the mother. Childcare  specifically for the Travelling Community, is concentrated at the Donegal Traveller Project location in Letterkenny XE "Regions: Letterkenny and Central Donegal" . There are specific facilities for babies, toddlers and an afterschool programme four nights a week for school-age children.

This section is primarily informed by a focus group of mothers from the Travelling Community XE "Travelling Community and childcare"  and workers from the Donegal Traveller Project. This group identified their issues around childcare and the needs and preferences for provision.

Parents are very pleased with the service and emphasised the importance of members of the Travelling Community XE "Travelling Community and childcare"  working in the childcare provision in order to make the children and parents comfortable and to pass on the Traveller culture.

6.3.1 Needs and Preferences

1- Enhancement of Childcare Services

Need: Meet the needs of more children from the Travelling Community XE "Travelling Community and childcare" 
The childcare facilities in Letterkenny XE "Regions: Letterkenny and Central Donegal"  do not adequately meet the needs of all families in the Travelling Community XE "Travelling Community and childcare" .  With the nomadic Travelling families visiting the area frequently, the capacity to meet the needs of these families on a drop-in basis is not always possible.

The Donegal Travellers XE "Travelling Community and childcare"  Project in Ballyshannon and Killybegs do not have childcare facilities specifically for the Traveling Community. This may prove to be a barrier for parents in the area to complete courses, training or work in these areas.

“We are not meeting the needs of Travellers XE "Travelling Community and childcare"  county-wide. This [Donegal Traveller Project Letterkenny XE "Regions: Letterkenny and Central Donegal" ] is the only program that has the luxury of the childcare back-up. Whereas the women in Killybegs, Ballyshannon or any of the rural areas where we managed to 

get adult education and community development we haven’t got the childcare…the experience with the Traveller crèche XE "Childcare provision: full-day crèche"  is so much more positive.”

Preference:  An enhancement and expansion of the current crèche XE "Childcare provision: full-day crèche"  provision

While the parents are pleased with the service provided by the Donegal Traveller Project, they indicated a need for a bigger facility and the childcare space in one cohesive unit. At present the rooms for different aged children are in separate buildings near the Donegal Traveller Project.

Larger premises would allow parents to use the provision on a drop-in basis, especially for the nomadic Travelling families, and ensure space available with no waiting lists. Ensure accessibility for all Traveller children equally, that is, special needs children including wheelchair access from the same door as other children. Most importantly and unanimously, parents emphasised the importance of a secure, outdoor play area as a component to a childcare facility. Parents indicated this might be the only time a child would get to play outside safely.

  “Traveller children are disadvantaged, 80% of Traveller people can’t read or write.

  Before their children start school it nice for them to get in and to learn simple things like    

  counting and colours. It gives them a headstart before they start school instead of coming   

  straight from the house or trailer into the school.”

2- Trust and confidence in the childcare provision

Need: The Travelling Community XE "Travelling Community and childcare"  has confidence and trust in a childcare provision

Traveller families use the Donegal Traveller Project crèche XE "Childcare provision: full-day crèche"  because they have established trust in the facility. Unfortunately, this does not serve the needs of Traveller families in other parts of the county.

Preference: Traveller workers in childcare facilities to pass along the Traveller culture

Although some mainstream providers have offered an open door policy in allowing all children, including from the Travelling Community XE "Travelling Community and childcare" , parents preferred the use of the Traveller crèche XE "Childcare provision: full-day crèche" .
At other crèches or childcare facilities, parents did not feel they or their children were welcome. A Traveller worker in childcare facilities in areas where there are likely to be Traveller families but not enough to sustain a separate Traveller provision is an alternative.
3- Information XE "Information and childcare"  integrated with childcare

Need: Integrate healthcare information and child development information with childcare Parents expressed an interest in getting healthcare and child development information at the Donegal Traveller Project childcare facility.
Preference: Introduction of Lifestart XE "Lifestart Programme" 

 XE "Lifestart" 

 XE "Lifestart programme"  or a similar programme for the Travelling Community XE "Travelling Community and childcare" 
Parents felt information and a family visitor would make them feel empowered with information, especially in the aspects of healthcare and the well-being of their children. Training XE "Training of childcare staff"  specifically for a member or members of the Travelling Community XE "Travelling Community and childcare"  in Lifestart XE "Lifestart Programme" 

 XE "Lifestart" 

 XE "Lifestart programme"  was preferred by parents.

4- Childcare for Older Children

Need: School-age XE "Childcare provision: school age childcare"  Provision, especially assistance with homework

Literacy in a big issue with Travellers XE "Travelling Community and childcare" , therefore someone to assist children with homework is essential.

   “With the literacy problems the Travellers XE "Travelling Community and childcare"  have, parents can’t help their children with their 

   homework therefore the cycle is when children goes to school they hate to go to school

   and  they want to drop out early. But if they do their homework they are confident, they 

   love going to school.”

Assistance with homework was an essential element to the provision but also other activities with ‘child-centred’ approach- drama, art, computers, games etc. Volunteers are needed to help children, especially older children with their homework.
The crèche XE "Childcare provision: full-day crèche"  for travellers is closed in the summer, but an ideal situation would be to have a camp and/or activities for the children- preferably outdoors.
6.3.2 Impact on satisfying needs and preferences

· Parents, especially mothers, complete training and education courses

· Parents can work, or seek work with the confidence their child(ren) are minded safely

· For situations where you cannot bring children, such as hospital appointments

· Children gain self-esteem, learn about the Traveller culture and help with homework

· Parents are secure in knowing their child(ren) are safe

· Parents get information about child development and healthcare

   “I think it’s really important for the older children to know that they can come somewhere 

   that it’s OK to be a Traveller. It is accepted and valued and their culture is appreciated”

6.3.3 Issues and Barriers to satisfying needs and preferences

· If the provision is not available for nomadic Traveller families (i.e. a waiting list) this could mean they will not return to use the provision. 

· Timing XE "Timing and childcare"  of the crèche XE "Childcare provision: full-day crèche"  is difficult if trying to find work and/or access training courses because it opens at 9:00a.m. and typically jobs start at the same time.

· Children/parents need to travel from their residence to the childcare facility, usually by taxi, this is difficult with three or four children.

· Direct transport from the facility to the homes would be ideal.

· Isolation is a big issue, especially for families in halting site areas (such as Ballintra- near Ballyshannon) because of lack of resources

   Summary of Needs and Preferences- Travelling Community XE "Travelling Community and childcare" 
  Expand the scope of childcare for Travelling families by developing the current childcare 

   provision for Travellers XE "Travelling Community and childcare" , making other provisions around the county more open to 

  Travellers and offering parents information on child development.

   Considerations:

· Childcare workers who are Travellers XE "Travelling Community and childcare"  in provisions across the county where Travellers may use the facility
· Programmes for school-age children including a summer and outdoor provision
· An expansion of the Lifestart XE "Lifestart Programme"

6.4 New families XE "New families to County Donegal and childcare" 

 XE "New parent to County Donegal"  to Ireland or County Donegal

It is hard to calculate the number of new families in County Donegal from other counties and other countries. Families from other parts of the country, Northern Ireland XE "Northern Ireland and childcare"  and other countries have taken residence in County Donegal, especially over the past decade. While some of these families visit for the summer months, others moved permanently to the area.

6.4.1 Recent immigrants to Co. Donegal and Ireland

For many new parents to Ireland or to Co. Donegal, childcare is a ‘lifeline’ to other parents and making contacts and friends in the community. In rural areas, new parents experience isolation without the opportunity for peer networking.

Without the extended family or familiarity with neighbours, parents new to County Donegal find it difficult to find informal care or trust anyone to mind their children. Children also suffer isolation and they are at a disadvantage when starting school.

“I might be a ‘blow in,’ but at least my son will have friends before he starts playgroup and school. This makes the adjustment for him much easier.”

To alleviate the situation, more provisions that allow for integration and socialisation for both children and parents such as Parent and Toddler XE "Parent and Toddler Groups"  Groups, playgroups and even Lifestart XE "Lifestart Programme" 

 XE "Lifestart" 

 XE "Lifestart programme"  in rural communities. New parents XE "New parents to County Donegal"  indicated that it was not only the need for these programmes to exist, but information on them and to feel welcome to attend. 

6.4.2 Asylum seekers XE "Asylum seekers and childcare" 

 XE "New families to County Donegal and childcare: asylum seekers" 

There are 130 asylum seeker families in Letterkenny XE "Regions: Letterkenny and Central Donegal" . Most of these families have children under school age and most of the families moved in after the 2002 Census. With approximately 200 asylum seeker children in Letterkenny, this comprises of 11% of the total number of children under fifteen in the town.

The majority of asylum seekers in the rest of the county- in Bundoran, Moville, Donegal Town- are single men. The families of asylum seekers moved to Letterkenny XE "Regions: Letterkenny and Central Donegal"  because it is less expensive to live in Letterkenny and certain cultural communities grew in the town. Most of the asylum seekers are from Ghana, Romania and Nigeria with smaller groups from Russia and South Africa. This number is not expected to increase in Letterkenny.

Fifty-eight of these families are lone mothers with children. This means most of these mothers are with their children all the time. For many cultures this is expected; women work and bring children with them through the daily routine. These parents are lonely and are interested in volunteering but have no childcare provision available.

  “I was offered a volunteer position in town, but I need someone to look after my children.  

  To take a taxi into town and pay for this [childcare] is not possible. I shouldn’t have to pay 

  so much so I can do volunteer work. If the organisation was willing to pay for someone to 

  watch the children that would be best.”

There are no formal supports for asylum seekers in Letterkenny XE "Regions: Letterkenny and Central Donegal" . Although the mothers in Letterkenny were provided with information on local Parent and Toddler XE "Parent and Toddler Groups"  Groups, the parents felt they were not welcome and did not feel comfortable with the experience. In other cases, other Parent & Toddler Groups are not within walking distance for these parents, since many of them are without a vehicle and rely on taxi or walking.

Parents indicated an interest in a Parent and Toddler XE "Parent and Toddler Groups"  Group, specifically for their community. The Ghanian community in Letterkenny XE "Regions: Letterkenny and Central Donegal"  have already organised a church and transportation to and from the facility on a weekly basis. The parents themselves would be interested in initiating the group but would need support in how to start a provision, funding and promotion.  This could cater to their special needs including childcare issues, and healthcare needs (e.g. circumcision, immunization, vaccination) and relieve loneliness and isolation.
 

The community would also be open to a special Lifestart XE "Lifestart Programme" 

 XE "Lifestart" 

 XE "Lifestart programme"  programme, specific for the community using volunteers from the community to ensure the programme is culturally sensitive, appropriate and communicated correctly.

A friendship for many of these families is based on cultural links and parents know each other a very short while. Even when a women is in the hospital to have a baby, she may find it difficult to find someone else to look after her other children because she do not know others well enough to trust them or to even impose.

Parents indicated a need for accessible playgrounds and outdoor spaces accessible by foot. Other cultural sensitivities include: food for children and/or parents at childcare provision; ‘parent proofed,’ information (i.e. parents with limited English are able to understand). Cost XE "Affordability of childcare"  is also an issue, but parents understand the importance of a playgroup for their children would be willing to pay for an affordable and bus service.

  “People might need more education on the definition of asylum seeker. We are not here 

   to feast on taxes. Some of us are not necessarily running from poverty. There might be 

   horrible situations they know nothing about… Education is needed and only from this 

   can there be understanding and acceptance of ourselves and especially our children.”

7
Childcare Best Practice: National and International Examples 


Parents, providers, the Research Working XE "Working parents and childcare"  Group and the Donegal County Childcare Committee XE "Donegal County Childcare Committee"   informed this section with suggestions on childcare innovations in Ireland and abroad. An analysis of the Strengths, Weaknesses, Opportunities and Threats (SWOT analysis) is used to examine the feasibility in a rural setting and to the County Donegal context.
7.1
Examples of Best Practice in rural communities

In the previous sections, parents highlighted the needs, preferences and also the barriers to ideal childcare situations. The following best practice examples respond to some of these queries, problems and workable ideal situations.

7.1.1 Stepping Stones Belleek: Childcare in Northern Ireland XE "Northern Ireland and childcare" 

An example of a childcare service in Northern Ireland XE "Northern Ireland and childcare" , Stepping Stones provides a crèche XE "Childcare provision: full-day crèche"  and afterschool provision for children in the Belleek area. One-third of the children using the facility are from Co. Donegal- Bundoran, Donegal Town and Ballyshannon.

Stepping Stones Belleek has government-funded playgroup spaces and 65 children use the facility daily. 

With 20 part-time staff working 30 hours a week, Stepping Stones is the second largest employer in the area after Belleek Pottery. For a professional environment, the staff wears colour-coded smocks (to the baby area, toddler area etc) and name badges.

Catering to the needs of the community, Stepping Stones opens at 8:45a.m. so parents who work at Belleek Pottery are able to drop-off their children before work. The provision is open until 6:00p.m. and some children are transferred from the crèche XE "Childcare provision: full-day crèche"  to the afterschool programme. Stepping Stones also has a pick-up service from National Schools for the afterschool service. More than a simple drop-in service, Stepping Stones is a facility that offers parents a structured, reliable service. 

The baby and young toddler area are separated by a low wooden fence, giving the impression of a wide open space feeling and the impression of ‘mixing without mixing’ between ages. An outdoor play area is under development and in the future will provide supervised, safe outdoor playground and activities.

Parents in Northern Ireland XE "Northern Ireland and childcare"  get relief on paying childcare and at £77 week full-time, this is affordable for many parents working full-time.

Strengths

· With a population of 3,000, it demonstrates how a small town sustains a full-time daycare facility. Taking in children from County Donegal shows the need for a similar facility in the South Donegal XE "Regions: South Donegal"  area

· Stepping Stones tailors its provision to the needs of the community- professional service, tax incentives for parents, transportation service, times that suit local employers etc.,

· Childcare provision provides needed employment in the area

Weaknesses

· The programme is supported under government policies that are different to Ireland

Opportunities

· Stepping Stones is willing to facilitate visits by groups/management committees in County Donegal interested in development of childcare.

· Adopting some of the professional tactics and responding to the community can be used in County Donegal’s development of childcare

Threats

· Stepping Stones gets a large portion of business from County Donegal. Further facilities in the area may ‘split the business’

7.1.2 Mobile Play Service- South Leitrim

This service offered a quick response to childcare needs in small rural communities in South Leitrim. “This was a solution to get playgroup facilities, at least one day a week to eight different communities to raise awareness of the importance of play or young children and ‘to stimulate the development of daycare services in the long term…in each of the satellite areas.”
 While this project no longer operates, it provides a good example of a rural childcare solution that meets parents’ needs and preferences for childcare.

Strengths

· A cost-effective venture (about € 65,000) this could be a model for a collective of small communities in rural Donegal, especially for parents who work part-time and especially for isolated parents

· A quick start-up time: the programme from idea to implementation was four months. A mobile service offers small communities a regular playgroup programme that would not otherwise be able to sustain one 

· Raise the interest and confidence in a local community to mobilize to start local childcare provision (e.g. Parent and Toddler XE "Parent and Toddler Groups"  Group, playgroup, afterschool programme)

· Enables parents who do not have access to a vehicle during the day to give their child an opportunity to socialize while parents also get to network with other parents

Weaknesses

· Inadequate premises in rural areas 

· It may be difficult to promote the programme to parents in isolation areas

· Without start-up funds, the mobilisation and support for this programme and a management committee to start provision from scratch may be difficult to facilitate.

Opportunities

· With the right financial support, parents who want a local service can follow the South Leitrim steps to realization.

· Parts of rural Donegal could use this service and relieve the childcare spaces at more centrally located provisions

Threats

· Finding adequate funding for the project

· Finding dedicated parents to initiate the project with the appropriate skill set to see the project through

· Transportation XE "Transportation issues and childcare" 

 XE "Transportation and childcare"  even to rural communities may still be an issue

· Inadequate premises that need to comply with the North Western Health Board.

7.1.3
A Rural Danish Perspective

Herning, Denmark successfully offers childcare services to children across a wide geographic and rural area. The approach to childcare was simple as it worked within the confines of local resources and volunteers to respond to a community’s needs for childcare. With the focus primarily on a child-centred ethos, stakeholders in the programmes- staff, parents, children, community members ensured that this service benefits the child and not necessarily focusing on parents’ needs.

A Day Care Mothers programme is the Danish response to childminding. Mothers take in children in their own homes during the workday. A local authority supervisor has the remit of supporting five local Day Care Mothers. A half-day a week the children visit a formal facility with a trained play leader by offering information and on-site visits.

Other innovative ideas in the Danish model include parents paying the insurance cost for their child to attend playgroup, thus eliminating the large premium a provision pays; a Forest School that allows supervised children to explore the outdoors; a community centre that houses a multitude of activities for a local community, including childcare.

Strengths

· Keeping the focus on the child may eliminate some of the politics that arise in childcare development

· Many parents in County Donegal prefer home-based childcare and the innovative response to home care in the Danish model are supervised, monitored by the local authority to ensure standards are appropriate 

· Outdoor XE "Outdoor facilities"  activities and a vision of using the outdoors safely with young children. Using old building (in the Danish case an unused rail car) to house childcare provision

Weaknesses

· The necessity of parents using the childcare to go to work was not as prevalent as in County Donegal. The child-centred approach needs to be shared by all childcare stakeholders; In Donegal more than Denmark the focus still is childcare for parents to work not necessarily a focus on child development.

· Safety XE "Safety in childcare: general"  concerns for outdoors programmes and corresponding insurance may be too risky to consider, even though the space may be available

Opportunities

· Focus on the importance of the childcare for the child

· A model of Day Care Mothers may be appropriate to start in the Co. Donegal context, with the proper participants

Threats

· Most communities do not have the child-centred amenities of Denmark: a community centre, library, sport/gym facilities in the small town 

· Mobilisation of parents may be more difficult to initiate similar projects in Donegal

· The Danish culture support childcare of this nature It is unclear whether parents in County Donegal would approve of unconventional forms of childcare

· Many of the logistics are out of the hands of the DCCC XE "Donegal County Childcare Committee" ; would need a collaborative approach to childcare with other statutory bodies and stakeholders.

7.1.4 Childcare vouchers

In the Northern Ireland XE "Northern Ireland and childcare"  experience, there is a commitment to the implementation of a childcare voucher system, whereby working parents are given vouchers to subsidise the childcare provision they prefer to use or a childcare provision most appropriate for the ages/needs of the children.

Strengths

· Gives parents choices and flexibility on childcare most preferred by parents

· Currently, the feasibility for implementation in Ireland (Sligo County Council
)

· With the professionalism of childminders may be included

Weaknesses
· No precedence for this in Ireland

· Childcare options parents want may not be available in the area

· Parents who prefer family-based childcare provisions (i.e. extended family, childminder) would not be able to redeem voucher

Opportunities

· Donegal could take a lead in providing ‘preferred childcare’ options for parents

· Children get the opportunity to attend a formal childcare facility otherwise not considered by the parents

· Monitor the feasibility of the Sligo County Council decision on childcare vouchers, research further the feasibility in the County Donegal context

Threats

· No precedence in Ireland; employers such as County Council that may consider such an initiative but other employers may not follow

· Logistics and lobbying required for implementation

   “We were in Holland before here and every child from the age of two had a place in a   

   playschool just like every child has a place in a primary school. It was a state-system and 

   they were all well-trained and it worked brilliantly. I don’t see why we can’t do this here.”

7.1.5 Education and Childcare: The Canadian Experience

With a strong academic research in Canada on childcare, including the Childcare Resource and Research Unit at the University of Toronto the lobbying for childcare focuses on early education as a pro-active investment in children. 

One example in Canada is in York Region, north of Toronto, that has built a partnership between childcare and the Board of Education. The Board of Education, when building a new school or renovating an old one, offers premises to an external childcare provider. 

The regulations for the space complies with the provincial legislation for day care facilities and these providers, depending on local need, offer services for children from infants to 12 years.
 Childcare facilities rent from the Board of Education for a nominal fee.

 Strengths

· Childcare provision is community-based and attached to schools so provision for picking up children is concentrated at one place and even one time

· This is a link between education and early education; Experiences of this in Ireland, such as on Arranmore XE "Regions: The Islands"  Island are positive.

· Children become accustomed to the surroundings of the school at an early age, making the transition to school easier

Weaknesses

· While York Region is in some rural areas, new schools tend to be built in rapidly growing areas. The funding is not available to build childcare with all schools in Ireland.

· In the Donegal context, this provision would be difficult to implement because there are very few new schools/renovated schools in the area.

Opportunities

· Building a relationship between the National School and the local childcare provision (or a group wanting to start local provision) increases sensitivity of local work times 

· Using premises at schools for afterschool programmes and/or disused classrooms for Parent and Toddler XE "Parent and Toddler Groups"  Groups as appropriate in each situation. 

Threats

· Relationship-building and partnerships between schools and childcare may have to begin with the Department of Education  and may be a long process.
7.2 Focus on Childcare Approaches 

7.2.1 Reggio Emilia XE "Reggio Emilia"  Approach

This Reggio-Emilia ethos centres on the potential of a child. Parents and the community play an important role in success of the approach by organising the programme and actively learning about their own child’s development. The environment in Reggio Emilia XE "Reggio Emilia"  in non-conventional and give children an opportunity to play a role in its development. 

The approach includes an emphasis on the arts and progettazione, which are not tied to timetables, but a method where a teacher is constantly observing each child to direct the curriculum. The teacher is thus as much a learner in the process as the child, ensuring and the environment is conducive for all children to learn in their own way.

Strengths

· The approach is child-centred and individualistic, and gives children an opportunity to learn and discover in the way that is best suits them. 

· Embraces children of all development levels and could be beneficial for special needs children.
 Aspects of the Reggio Emilia XE "Reggio Emilia"  allow for learning at a child’s own pace and a teacher attentive in steering curriculum to meet the needs of individual children.

Weaknesses

· Evolved over a long period of time and based on the Italian cultural values. Trying to emulate this approach completely may not be supported in County Donegal

· With the unconventional environment of the approach, parents may not agree with this environment. Funding for the appropriate equipment might be expensive.

Opportunities

· Emphasis on the involving parents and the community in childcare and this holistic approach to childcare may work in the County Donegal context. Parental involvement is not the management committees and fundraising but in the childcare itself.

· The childcare facility as a child development centre is another innovative approach in the Reggio Emilia XE "Reggio Emilia"  programme. Parents are invited to discussions with experts on child health, child development at the facility.

Threats

· Parents may not be prepared to be so actively involved in childcare, mostly because of multiple children at different ages and because both parents work. 

· Parents have an expectation of ‘childcare’, playgroup and pre-school. The Reggio Emilia XE "Reggio Emilia"  approach would not necessarily fill this expectation.

· At present, the Reggio Emilia XE "Reggio Emilia"  approach is not used in Ireland 

7.2.2 High/Scope XE "Type of childcare provision: High/Scope" 

 XE "High/Scope" 

Already in place in parts of Inishowen XE "Regions: Inishowen" , the High/Scope XE "Type of childcare provision: High/Scope" 

 XE "High/Scope"  approach focuses on active learning and a ‘plan-do-review’ sequence in a highly structured but child-controlled environment. The curriculum for High/Scope is taught to childcare providers in order for them to bring the method to their facility.

High/Scope XE "Type of childcare provision: High/Scope" 

 XE "High/Scope"  is a foundation for young children to learn about important life skills: problem solving, decision-making, creativity, teamwork, self-expression, and so on. Children gain these skills from the interaction with their peers and with trained adults through activities that are both child-initiated and adult-initiated under the structure of the daily routine.

Strengths

· A highly child-centred approach, the High/Scope XE "Type of childcare provision: High/Scope" 

 XE "High/Scope"  programme enables children to gain important life skills in a pre-school/playgroup environment.

· Already in Co. Donegal, other playgroups interested in adopting the approach can contact the local representative responsible for training childcare providers

· The promotion of High/Scope XE "Type of childcare provision: High/Scope" 

 XE "High/Scope"  in Donegal has raised the awareness of its merits

Weaknesses

· To get parents and providers to understand the ethos of the High/Scope XE "Type of childcare provision: High/Scope" 

 XE "High/Scope"  approach and be open to change in their playgroup routine

· The programme in County Donegal is in its infancy and some areas outside of Inishowen XE "Regions: Inishowen"  may not be aware of the High/Scope XE "Type of childcare provision: High/Scope" 

 XE "High/Scope"  approach

Opportunities

· County Donegal has an opportunity to learn and explore this approach as an option for playgroups with the current cross-border project 

· Training XE "Training of childcare staff"  for High/Scope XE "Type of childcare provision: High/Scope" 

 XE "High/Scope"  is local so it is easy to bring the approach to rural areas 

Threats

· The reinforcement of the High/Scope XE "Type of childcare provision: High/Scope" 

 XE "High/Scope"  approach at home with the family is paramount. Parents who are not involved may not support the approach at home.

Recommendations

In order to address the needs and preference of parents and children from the preceding sections, this report presents the following recommendations to the Donegal County Childcare Committee XE "Donegal County Childcare Committee"  for consideration. 

8.1 Summary of Recommendations

The following recommendations are based on the research findings, taking into consideration the County Childcare Plan 2001-2006. 

Build a relationship with parents and children as partners in childcare

· Establish a Parents’ Forum to give parents from diverse backgrounds and regions a voice

· Communicate and outreach to parents on childcare issues and sourcing childcare
· Provide a continued voice from parents across regions, including representation from  socially sensitive groups

· Assess the best practice examples in an Irish context to create appropriate strategy for County Donegal

· Build a Children’s Forum to consult children in the strategy and the work of DCCC XE "Donegal County Childcare Committee" 
Conduct an audit on quality of childcare in County Donegal

· Research quality childcare issues raised by parents to assess how the County meets the quality needs and preferences of its main stakeholder

· Research childcare for special needs children throughout the County, each case is different. This will help identify any gaps and best practice for childcare for special needs children  

· Compile quantitative information coupled with the qualitative information can be used towards the development of appropriate, targeted childcare for particular regions and needs.    

Develop a strategy to promote child development and the childcare’s role in this development 

· Support the expansion of Lifestart XE "Lifestart Programme" 

 XE "Lifestart" 

 XE "Lifestart programme"  throughout the County

· Promote the merits of Lifestart XE "Lifestart Programme" 

 XE "Lifestart" 

 XE "Lifestart programme"  and child-centred approaches to childcare to parents

· Offer child development materials to parents especially in isolated regions (e.g. the Islands) and to diverse groups (e.g. the Travelling Community XE "Travelling Community and childcare"  and asylum seekers)

Provide support for parents involved in childcare development groups

· Assess the skill-sets of parents involved in childcare:  Different skill-sets may be required for parents on management committees to those developing new childcare provision. Getting the right combination of parent volunteers might make the work and the development process easier to yield better success.
 

· Create a strategy to develop skills and train childcare development groups

· Offer detailed quantitative information on County Donegal to these groups to strengthen development work and to better meet the needs based on the demographics of a region.

Develop a strategy to support parents new to County Donegal 

· Develop an outreach strategy to contact new parents and develop mechanisms to source childcare—including family-based childcare—in their area

· A bilingual induction process for new parents in the Gaeltacht XE "Regions: Gaeltacht" 

 XE "Gaeltacht community and childcare"  in order for parents and children to better integrate in the Irish-speaking XE "Irish language"  areas 

· Build supports around childcare for asylum seeker families in Letterkenny XE "Regions: Letterkenny and Central Donegal"  Further research in this area may be required and transportation is a major issue. The childcare provision should be facilitated in a central location in Letterkenny. 

Focus on lobbying and supporting initiatives that stress quality and professionalism in childcare

· Increase cross-promotion with other community services such as information for health services, education sector, public services centre 

· Emphasise and lobby for increasing professional standards for childcare from vetting of childcare staff to childcare tax benefits and raising awareness of these issues in public forums.

8.2 Building a Strategy for Recommendations

This section outlines the application of these recommendations in 2004. An effort was made to co-ordinate the recommendations from this report into the existing 2004 Action Plan for the Donegal County Childcare Committee XE "Donegal County Childcare Committee" .

8.2.1 Phase I- May – August 2004

· Prepare and Execute the Launch of this report

· Strike a Task Force specifically looking at how to integrate this report with DCCC XE "Donegal County Childcare Committee"  strategy

· Build support for the idea of a Parents’ Forum; Provide opportunities for parents to get together for this purpose (i.e. invitations to the Report Launch)

· Create a Task Force to examine establishing a Parents’ Forum; create criteria for the Parents’ Forum including regional representation, number of members etc.,

8.2.2 Phase II- September – December 2004

· Create a shortlist of possible members of the Parents’ Forum; contact these individuals about the first Parents’ Forum Meetings
· Conduct the first meeting of the Parents’ Forum
· Examine the feasibility of initiating a Childrens’ Forum for children eight to fourteen years of age
· Task Force examine what skill-sets needed for parents on management committees

· Consider a specific research project examining the childcare needs of Special Needs children and their parents (agenda item)
· Consider a quantitative childcare report looking at specific regions of County Donegal
· Devise ways to outreach to new parents, perhaps through the Parents’ Forum
· Devise ways to provide an appropriate childcare strategy for the asylum seeker families; engage the Donegal African Women’s Society and other stakeholders in this process
· Execute a new ways to communicate with parents (newsletter, etc.,)

Conclusion 


This report provides a detailed account of parents’ needs and preferences for childcare in specific regions and special groups in County Donegal. The title of this report “Empowering Parents, Enriching Children”  speaks to the overall needs and preferences regardless of background, region, economic level or family situation.

In the childcare context, parents in County Donegal define empowerment as:

· the opportunity to work, to train, for further education

· obtaining knowledge about their children’s development

· involvement in their communities

· giving their children the childcare they prefer that fits both the child’s needs and the parents’ schedule

· lowering stress levels in families and increasing opportunities for families to spend quality time together

· the choice for opportunities such as extra work shifts, a night at the cinema

· offering their children quality childcare and activities

· ensuring that childcare provision is safe

· minimising barriers to childcare such as cost, timing, location, transport

· getting the support needed to realize new childcare initiatives

This enriches children in County Donegal by:

· giving them the opportunity to interact with their peers with trained adults in a safe and stimulating environment

· ensuring time spent in childcare is worthwhile

· allowing the parent-child relationship to be without the stress in the context of childcare

· improving their development, learning, discovery and even language skills

· engaging children in the community at an early age
From Ballybofey to Ballyliffen, Dunkineely to Dunfanaghy, Bundoran to Bunbeg, parents are thinking about childcare and who will mind their children. This report shows that parents and children are eager participants in improving childcare provision in County Donegal. By identifying needs and preferences, and the barriers to these needs and preferences, all the stakeholders in childcare can examine how to empower parents and enrich children.

Background

Donegal County Childcare Committee XE "Donegal County Childcare Committee"  Ltd was established in December 2000 and has the vision to ensure, in line with the UN Convention on the Rights of the Child and the National Children’s Strategy, that the needs and rights of children in Co. Donegal , with regard to childcare, are met. Donegal County Childcare Committee (DCCC) has two key aims:

1) To co-ordinate and facilitate the provision of affordable, accessible, quality localised childcare in the County which meets the needs of children and families.

2) To positively influence childcare issues in their widest sense in the County.

DCCC XE "Donegal County Childcare Committee" ’s County Childcare Plan, which was developed following extensive consultation, is supported under the Equal Opportunity Childcare Programme (EOCP) under the Department of Justice and Law Reform.

2.0      Research Action Plan

DCCC XE "Donegal County Childcare Committee"  propose to carry out research into the needs and preferences of parents, including those with additional needs children. In addition the research should identify models of good childcare practice that can inform and contribute to the development of actions to meet these preferences.

This research will involve consulting with parents throughout the DCCC XE "Donegal County Childcare Committee"  and local networks and extensive desk research to inform recommendations for the future support of parents’ preferences.
